Glenorchy Community Fund Grants 2026
The Glenorchy Community Fund (GCF) provides one-off grants of up to $4,500 to not-for-profit organisations delivering local projects that make a positive difference to the people of Glenorchy City.

Our Purpose
We support community-led projects that:
· bring people together
· improve wellbeing, inclusion or belonging
· build community skills, pride or resilience.

Who can apply?
Organisations must:
· be not-for-profit
· be incorporated or have an Australian Business Number (ABN), or be auspiced by an organisation that is
· deliver the project within Glenorchy City, with the majority of participants living locally
· be able to complete the project within 12 months
· have acquitted any previous GCF grants (meaning the final report and evidence of how the grant was spent has been completed and provided to GCF).

What we fund
We support practical, community-benefit projects such as:
· local events, programs, activities or workshops
· initiatives that increase connection, inclusion, belonging or participation
· projects that improve wellbeing or reduce social disadvantage
· new ideas that build community strength or capacity.


Some examples of previous grants include:
· $2,000 to fund cooking sessions for young people at the Karadi Aboriginal Centre
· $4,000 to Glenorchy Community Care for food relief
· $4,500 to the Claremont Library to purchase a range of audio and large print books for visually impaired people
· $4,500 to Claremont College to fund a Breakfast Club

What we do not fund:
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· ongoing operational or administrative costs
· salaries or staff travel
· equipment maintenance or capital works
· religious or political activities
· projects for individuals or for-profit organisations
· research projects
· insurance premiums.


Assessment Criteria
Applications are assessed on:
1. Community benefit: How clearly the project strengthens connection, inclusion or resilience in Glenorchy.
2. Need: Why the project is needed and who will benefit.
3. Delivery: A clear, realistic plan and budget.
4. Impact: How success and community outcomes will be measured.
5. Accessibility: How the project or event will be inclusive and accessible to community members.
